AGENDA ITEM/MAYOR AND COUNCIL ACTION STAFF ACTION 

1. Call to the Audience  - None  
2. NPDES Stormwater Permit - Status Report on Tucson’s Negotiation with ADEQ 
Regarding Renewal Permits for Stormwater Discharge Jim DuBois of TDOT’s 
Engineering Division, Stormwater Section, reported on his involvement in discussions with 
the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) and several Phoenix-area 
jurisdictions regarding suggested revisions to ADEQ’s draft stormwater discharge permit 
process and requirements.  As currently written, the draft permit would obligate the City (and 
other jurisdictions) to enact a number of costly changes in how stormwater flows are 
monitored and tested in order to comply.

3. TDOT Planning Division Update:  Project managers from TDOT’s Planning Division 
provided a status update on the following projects that are at various stages of the planning 
process:  Grant Road Corridor Study, Modern Streetcar, Downtown Links, 22nd Street 
Corridor (including Kino/22nd Intersection Improvements), Broadway Corridor Study, and 
the El Paso Southwestern Greenway.

4. Legislative Update:  Jason Baran of the City’s Intergovernmental Relations Department 
reported that the budget passed by the Federal government includes allocations for the Sun 
Tran Bus Storage Maintenance Facility and Houghton Road.  He also discussed budget 
shortfalls that the state is trying to address, and the implications of the potential shift of state 
HURF revenue funds from local jurisdictions to the state’s public safety and motor vehicle 
departments.

5. Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) Update:  Jim Glock, TDOT Director, 
provided a handout that detailed the status of current and upcoming RTA projects.
