David Bachman Williams spoke about the Armory Park incident on April
10th. He felt that the individual police officers did their best, but that the
leadership of the police needs additional training. During his experience in
large protests with counter protestors the two opposing groups are always
kept apart and this did not occur at the march. He recommended that police
leadership be given training for how to handle touchy situations with
protestors and counter-protestors in the future.

Robert Reus stated his opposition to the RTA plan because of the lack of
funding for the maintenance of streets in this plan. He also expressed his
skepticism over the City plan to have growth pay for fire, police, and street
maintenance.

Michael Toney spoke out against the design development for the University
of Arizona Science Center going forward before the Intergovernmental
Agreement was put in place. He also expressed his disappointment in Council
Member Trasoff for supporting the Science Center. He also mentioned an
Acacia that is supposed to go in the west side of Rio Nuevo and hasn’t, and
also an archeological dig on the East side of the Water building that may be
demolished.
