7. CALL TO THE AUDIENCE

Tzadik Greenberg spoke about recent incidents at their weekly peace vigil
outsde the Military Recruitment Center. He fedls that a counter-protesting
group that has recently started showing up has employed tactics that have
crested an unsafe environment. He feds that the officer on duty did not do
anything to address the Stuation or dleviae the unsafe environment, and
requested a replacement officer.

Vice-Mayor Led requested that the City Manager’'s
Office invedtigate this issue to see if there is something
that needs to be done.

Donna Warfidd, the Presdent of the Tucson Zoologicd Society presented a
letter from the Society formdly pledging 6.25 million towards the African
expanson and the congruction of the Conservation and Learning Center. She
indicated that new research indicates that elephants in Accredited Zoos have
life expectancies amilar to eephants in the wild due to advanced science and
husbandry, plus dedicated care.

Robert Reus expressed his belief that a City Manager government is a second
rate form of government. He aso requested that the City protect Access
Tucson and suggested that the City solicit bids for other cable services for
Tucson. He feds that Cox cable does not have the right to operate as a
monopoly and that if other cable services are not available, and unless Cox
Cable respects Access Tucson, people should unsubscribe to Cox Cable.

Ehod Gavron feds that eephants should be cared for like we care for other
dependents such as children and convicts, and supports sending the Reid
Park Zoo eephants to the Sanctuary in Tennessee for their health purposes.
He further stated that it would be unacceptable to alow diminished hedlth and
life expectancy to occur in achild care facilities or in prisons, and dlowing this
to happen to the eephantsin the zoo is aso unacceptable.

Sharon Foltz., a volunteer for the zoo, spoke about how dedicated zoo staff
isand how well they care for the animas. She fed s that the African expanson
and Consarvation and Learning center are a benefit to the community and
provides many learning opportunities for the children.

Branden Paris spoke out in support of keeping the elephants at the Reid Park
Z00 because he feds that plitting up the eephants would be harmful to their
hedth due to stress. He aso feds that it might set a precedent that could be
applied toward other migratory animals such as giraffes, zebras and lions.

Michael Toney spoke about the buffelgrass problem and fed s that it shouldn’t
just be taken out, but taken out by hand and replaced with sage or other
compatible grasses which stabilize the soil on the uppers dopes. He dso
spoke about the TIF extension that 1ooks to be on track, and expressed his
happiness that it will be able to fund the projects origindly covered in
Proposition 14.

Nikia Fico spoke out in support of sending the Reid Park Zoo dephants to
the Sanctuary in Tennessee. She aso spoke the 11,000 signatures gathered in
support of keeping the elephants at the zoo and presented a video clip of a
docent indicating that no taxpayer monies would be used to support the
expanson. She requedts that the Mayor and Council add this to the agenda
because she feds that al the factua information should be presented so fully
informed decisions can be made.

Ann Foster spoke out about changes made to the unruly gathering ordinance
in March 2005, which dtered the ordinance so that it does not differentiate
between noise before 10:00 PM and after 10:00 PM. As a result of these
changes, a 16th annud family and neighborhood Irish cultura gathering was
red tagged before 10:00 PM on a Saturday evening because the police no
longer had discretion even though it was a contained and controlled gathering.
She requested the Mayor and Council add this topic to their agenda to
review this ordinance, and volunteered to help initsreview.

Betsy Rallings commented on water didtribution pressure tests in Barrio
Vigo. She mentioned a 2005 report to Superior Court that indicates that in 7
of 9 blocks in Barrio Vigo, the water system does not hold pressure. She
sated that recently a City Attorney and the Water director told a council
member that the Barrio's water mains do hold pressure and do not lesk. She
requested any documentation that can vdidate these satements, and will be
submitting a public record request on thistopic.
