 The Mayor and Council of the City of Tucson met in regular session in the Mayor 

and Council Chambers in City Hall, 255 West Alameda Street, Tucson, Arizona, at 

5:33 p.m., on Tuesday, December 4, 2012, all members having been notified of the time 

and place thereof.

Section III, Fund Balance, subparagraph 2, Assigned Fund Balance; in the second 

sentence the word “typically” was removed.  At the end of the paragraph on page 10, a 

new sentence was added to read: “Prior to the expenditure of any funds assigned, Mayor 

and Council will be notified and have the opportunity to provide direction.” 

 

Section X, Accounting, Auditing and Financial Reporting, on page 24, at the end 

of the section, an additional bullet point was added to read: “Annually, staff in 

conjunction with the independent auditors, will present the audited financial statements to 

Mayor and Council.  The presentation will include information on all funds including 

Enterprise Funds.” 

 

 It was moved by Council Member Scott, duly seconded, and passed by a roll call 

vote of 7 to 0, that Consent Agenda Items a – d, with the amendment to item d and the 

exception of Item b, which was continued, be passed and adopted and the proper action 

taken.
