Clare Hollie Abel, Applicant, spoke on behalf of Walmart stores and their policies
of not allowing alcohol to be purchased without checking identification. She said they
had filed for a beer and wine license for the fuel center at this location.

Mike Varney, Tucson Metro Chamber of Commerce President and CEO, spoke in
support of the application and license.

Frank Morales, Sunnyside School District representing Superintendent Steve
Holmes, spoke in opposition of the liquor license application stating that the location was
near several schools in the District.

Yolanda Herrera, Sunnyside Neighborhood Association Presidential Partnership
(SNAPP), spoke in opposition of the liquor license reiterating the concern of children
being able to obtain liquor and adding more fuel to the fire. She urged the Mayor and
Council to deny the request.

Council Member Fimbres said that he received several calls and visits regarding
the issue and the fact that there were eleven liquor licenses within a one mile radius of
Walmart, as well as, receiving letters from the Sunnyside Unified School District and the
Sunnyside Neighborhood Association Presidential Partnership. He said for those reasons
he was going to recommend denial of the request.

Michael Rankin, City Attorney, stated before voting on the item, he asked that
Council Member Cunningham recuse himself due to his employment with one of the
entities taking opposition against the issuance of the liquor license.

It was moved by Council Member Fimbres, duly seconded, and carried by a voice
vote of 6 to 0 (Council Member Cunningham recused due to a conflict of interest), to
forward Item 5b3 to the Arizona State Liquor Board with a recommendation for denial.

Council member Kozachik spoke about an incident where a couple of his friends
visited Tucson and went to a local gun show in town. He said in an effort to demonstrate
the ease in purchasing weapons in Arizona, his friends, in the course of a morning,
bought two AR-15s, a 12 gauge shotgun and a .45 caliber hand gun, all cash and carry
with no background check and no questions asked. He called it complete lunacy and
reiterated the need to keep the conversation going regarding the purchase of guns, and the
need to crack down on straw purchasers by doing background checks, not selling a
firearm without them, and the need for all gun dealers across the country and locally, to
adopt the Brady Code of Conduct.

Chris Kateoff, a Phoenix gun dealer, spoke about the ease of gun dealers selling
guns to dangerous criminals due to loopholes in background checks and what could be
done to correct the issue. He urged the Mayor and Council to adopt the Memorial.

Lisa Kaiser, University of Arizona Clinical Nurse, spoke about being a survivor
and witness of gun violence. She said it was more a public health issue, not a political
issue.

It was moved by Council Member Kozachik, duly seconded, to pass and adopt the
Memorial.
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Council Member Uhlich expressed her gratitude for those that were speaking out
about gun violence.

The Memorial was passed and adopted by a roll call vote of 7 to 0.

Council Member Cunningham asked if the City, with the passing of the
Memorial, were permitted to post the Code of Conduct on the City’s website.

Mayor Rothschild replied affirmatively.

Ordinance No. 11301 relating to Zoning; a special exception land use - wireless
communications facility - SE-15-11 Verizon - Swan Road - located approximately 300
feet south and 150 feet west of the intersection of Camp Lowell Road and Swan Road;

height in the C-1 zone; and setting an effective date.

Mayor Rothschild announced City Manager’s communication number 329, dated

Clerk to read Resolution No 22446 by number and title only.

Vice Mayor Uhlich said she wanted to give staff the opportunity to address the
concerns raised during Call to the Audience with regards to the map and the impacted
property owners.

Mike Czechowski, Annexation Project Manager, spoke regarding the notice of the
annexation to the property owners. He said a written notice was sent to all property
owners in the District and on July 10, 2015, an additional notice was sent because they
extended the limits on the request and it was advised by legal counsel. He stated there
was a public hearing on August 5, 2015.

Mr. Czechowski said the notice was also advertised in the newspaper and sign
notices were posted throughout the annexation district. He said there was also a
neighborhood meeting, in addition to walking the neighborhood and going door to door
to inform the community.

Vice Mayor Uhlich asked about the thresholds that were to be met in order to
move forward with the annexation.

Mr. Czechowski explained State requirements required the City to have fifty
percent (50%) plus one of the total property owners and had to represent at least half of
the assessed value. He said in this particular case, sixty-nine signatures were required
and to date they had sixty-two signatures, anticipating the rest of the signatures within the
next day.

Vice Mayor Uhlich stated she thought, in terms of recourse for anyone not
wishing to be a part of the process, the key was to ensure thresholds were met and only if
the majority within the area affected opted in, that would occur. She commented on how
difficult that was, but in good conscious and for the majority that was seeking to annex,
she was going to go ahead and move the item. She asked that staff follow up with any

individual constituents who had concerns with the impact on their daily and quality of life
in regards to the annexation.
