Roger W. Randolph, City Clerk, stated that the request came forward as a new
dining area which was an extension. The zoning was denied on the first review in
May 11, 2018 due to not being compliant with the C-1 plan. There has been no contact
with applicant since then.

It was moved by Council Member Durham, duly seconded, to forward Item 5b2
to that State Liquor Board with a recommendation for denial, but subject to approval
once the applicant complied with the documentary correction of the square footage on the
floor plan.

Council Member Durham stated that there had been communication between the
Ward 3 office, the City Clerk’s office, the Planning and Development Services
Department, and the owner regarding the discrepancy in the number of square feet and
the floor plan on the original application. He stated that he would like to forward it with a
recommendation of denial subject to reversal.

Mayor Rothschild asked the City Attorney to clarify the motion.

Michael Rankin, City Attorney, stated that it would be taken as direction that the
recommendation from the Mayor and Council would be conveyed to the State Liquor
Board as a recommendation for denial or disapproval, with the exception that the
applicant fix the application and accurately identifies the square footage of the plan, then
his office would notify the State that the recommendation for the denial had been
withdrawn.

The motion to forward Item 5b2 to that State Liquor Board with a
recommendation for denial, but subject to approval once the applicant complied with the
documentary correction of the square footage on the floor plan was carried by a voice
vote of 7 to 0.

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Roger W. Randolph, City Clerk, announced the last item to be considered
separately was Item 5b3, Stop Mart, located in Ward 6.

Council Member Kozachik asked if the applicant was present and mentioned that
there were constituents in attendance who were in opposition of the liquor license.

Eli Halif, Applicant, was present and confirmed he applied for the liquor license.

Lois Pavlek, Garden District Neighborhood President, stated that the
neighborhood was adjacent to the Stop Mart location at Alvernon and Pima Street. She
said there was an over-abundance of locations that sold beer and wine, liquor. She also
mentioned the area did not do well with liquor stores due to the amount of increased
crime. She stated there was high walking traffic in the neighborhood and hundreds of
underage students who attended Catalina High school.

Ms. Pavlek said Youth on Their Own was also caddy-corner to Stop Mart. She
expressed her concerns with Alano Club and a Baptist church which had alcohol
programs within close proximity of the Stop Mart. She reiterated her opposition
regarding the request and how the area would not do well with more liquor stores and her
concerns with the increase of crime.

Ronni Kotwica, Palo Verde Neighborhood Association President, stated she was
speaking on behalf of several neighborhood associations who were all in opposition of
the liquor license. She stated there had been no communication with the owner and
neighborhood associations regarding their concerns. She also mentioned the involvement
that the neighborhood associations had with the Alvernon-Grant Initiative with the
Tucson Police Department. She said there were several meeting opportunities the owner
could have attended to listen to the neighborhood associations’ concerns.

Ms. Kotwica stated that rather than taking advantage of meeting opportunities
with the neighborhood associations, Mr. Halif used the neighborhood associations
Facebook page for publicity. She said Council Member Kozachik strongly recommended
to Mr. Halif that he attend the Alvernon-Grant Initiative meetings. She said Mr. Halif
asked her to add him to the Palo Verde email list, but she had not received any contact
information or any other form of communication from him. She concluded that the
neighborhood associations had put in a lot of hard work and had made progress. She
asked that the liquor license request be denied.

Council Member Kozachik asked Mr. Halif, if he had any comments regarding
the constituents who spoke in opposition.

Mr. Halif stated that his business was being operated differently from other
convenience stores in that he was protective of underage drinking. He also mentioned that
he could not afford to keep the business open without the sale of alcohol. What little
income he received from sales, he needed to keep the business open. He said he was very
busy to attend any meetings but saw them as an option for the future. He stated did his

best to protect underage drinking and selling cigarettes to minors. Mr. commented that
more than 300 people signed in agreement for the liquor license.

It was moved by Council Member Kozachik, duly seconded, to forward Item 5b3
to the Arizona State Liquor Board with a recommendation for denial, based on saturation
and the proximity of the location to Youth on Their Own, Catalina High School, and an
addiction treatment center.

Council Member Romero asked if Council Member Kozachik could repeat the
motion.

Council Member Kozachik repeated his motion stating that he wanted to forward
Item 5b3 with a recommendation of denial, given the proximity to Youth on Their Own,
Catalina High, and the treatment center a block away from the church.

Council Member Cunningham explained that he was in agreement with
recommendation of denial was most appropriate, he also mentioned how the owner
missed his opportunity to meet with those who were in opposition. He expressed the
entire situation could have been avoided if he had been in contact with them. Council
Member Cunningham advised the applicant that when it was time to reapply for a license
that he would be able to dialogue with the neighborhood associations.

The motion to forward Item 5b3 to the Arizona State Liquor Board with a
recommendation for denial, based on the saturation, and proximity to Youth on Their
Own, Catalina High School, and an addiction treatment center was carried by a voice
vote of 7 to 0.

Those that were in the audience were
in support of the item. It was his understanding this was a very well vetted process and
had the approval of all stakeholders.

It was moved by Council Member Scott, duly seconded, and carried by a voice of
vote of 7 to 0, to close the public hearing.

reserved as clerk to keep copies of Swimming Pool and Spa code; creating and naming
Section 6-193 reserved as amendments to Swimming Pool and Spa Code; and setting an
effective date.
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Council Member Romero gave a brief executive summary. She stated that many
letters in support had been received for the Code changes. She also mentioned that by
adopting the Code changes it would ensure homes would be more affordable and
comfortable, increase home resale values, decrease default in foreclosure risk, drive down
the short and long-term cost of energy, create skill local jobs that could not be out
sourced, defer the need to construct costly energy infrastructure with Tucson residents
and businesses, improve air quality, and reduce water consumption. She also thanked
everyone who was involved.

Council Member Cunningham thanked everyone who was involved. He said
updating the Code and taking them to where they were was outstanding for everyone. It
helped the wheels of the City move along.

It was moved by Council Member Scott, duly seconded, and passed by a roll call
vote of 7 to 0, to pass and adopt Ordinance 11590 and the proper action taken.

Ordinance No. 11588 relating to Zoning: amending zoning district boundaries in
the area located approximately 750 feet east of Alvernon Way and 500 feet south of
Broadway Boulevard in case C9-18-15, Williamson House - S. Palomar Drive, R-1 to
HLR-1; and setting an effective date.

Council Member Kozachik stated there was one protest, and the protest had to do
with the loss of green area for dog walking. He stated the area was private property and
the HL designation had no barring at all on the loss of greenspace for dog walking in
public rights of way. He said he would recommend adopting as requested.

October 9, 2018, was received into and made part of the record. He also announced this
was a request to rezone approximately 0.10 acres from C-1 to HLC-1 zoning. The
rezoning site is located at 2934 East Broadway. The Historic Landmark designation
request for Hirsh’s Shoes did not propose any change of use different from the exisiting
office/retail use at this site. He said the Zoning Examiner and staff recommendapproval
subject to certain conditions.

Mayor Rothschild asked if the applicant was agreeable to the proposed
requirements

Demion Clinco, Tucson Historic Preservation Foundation Executive Director,
said the applicant was agreeable to the proposed requirement.

Mayor Rothschild asked staff, for clarification on what was being designated in
the Historic Area, and was not in conflict with any previously passed ordinance.

Michael Rankin, City Attorney, stated there was one issue in connection with the
Broadway Roadway Project, He said the City would be acquiring a sliver of right-of-way
along Broadway. He also stated that there needed to be sensitivity on to the drawing of
the proposed northern boundary line of the Historic Landmark (HL) zoning designation
to avoid any conflict by putting HL over the relocation of the sidewalk.

Mr. Rankin mentioned this could be accomplished by excluding from the HL
designation on the northern boundary of that designation, which can be acquired by the
City for the purpose of the sidewalk relocation by pulling it back 10 feet from the right-
of-way line. He said the applicant was aware of that and had no objection.

Mayor Rothschild reiterated it would not affect the building and that was the most
important part.

Mayor Rothschild asked that City Clerk to read Ordinance 11589 by number and
title only.
