Quorum established. The meeting was called to order by Maia Ingram at 6:06 p.m.  
 
Wendy Lotze moved to approve the March minutes; John Anderson seconded. All were in 
favor. 
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 Sgt. Fernandez reported on the pedestrian crashes over the past month including: 
• A fatal crash on Irvington on April 25. At first the incident was reported as 

a gunshot wound but it was determined to be a hit and run pedestrian 
crash. 

• A crash at 2011 E. Wyoming – a 4 years old ran in front of car 
• I-10 and Congress – a stroller was hit 
•  355 N. Wilmot – 11:15 a.m. – hit and run – car turned and hit a ped in 

crosswalk 
• Anklam Rd 
• May 4 Prince – ped hit at a driveway – driver cited  
• 22nd and Kolb – involved a Palo Verde high school student 
• 322 W. Ajo Way 

 
GOHS Grant – 23 deployments – 301 warnings to downtown second Saturdays  
 
Question for Diahn – How does the city decide if cars can turn left on green or 
when they need to have a green turn arrow? 
 
Diahn – it is a trade off between capacity  
 
Maia – Perhaps the policy subcommittee can look at select locations where the 
PAC should recommend not having the permissive green phase 
 
Evren – does a leading pedestrian interval help so that pedestrians get out in the 
crosswalk 3-7 seconds  
 
Diahn – discussed a few different treatments that the city has experimented to 
help with pedestrian safety 
 
Sgt. Fernandez talked about downtown Saturdays and that they give warnings at 
4th/Congress/Toole  
 
Emily asked about how much TDOT get news about the downtown enforcement 
– is there an coordination between TDOT and TPD on this? 
 
Ann brought up concern about the signal timing at the location where this is 
enforcement (4th Ave/Congress/Toole) and how long pedestrians have to wait to 
cross.  
 
Maia – policy subcommittee should look at coordination between these 
departments to talk about the issue of downtown Saturday and TDOT

2) Bike/Ped Report – This is the first time we’ve done this report. It is more bike 
heavy than pedestrian heavy this time around but hoping in 2 years there will be 
some more balance as we are do more and more for pedestrian concerns.  
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2" In-pavement Crossing Signs�
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- On Stone Avenue near the courthouse, TDOT put in signs on the pavement that 
remind drivers that it is the law to yield to pedestrians in crosswalks.  
- It has been really popular; however, given the lack of funding in order to meet 
demand, TDOT developed a draft policy to allow the public to fund these signs.  
 
Education and encouragement subcommittees can get the word out about the 
policy whereas infrastructure can help identify candidate locations. 
 
The policy states that it can only be on roads that are 25 mph. PAC asked if there 
can be a pilot for a 30 mph road. Diahn was open to this suggestion. 
 
Diahn mentioned it will be interesting to see what the demand really is and how 
this goes.  
 
Emily Yetman moved to write a letter of support for this policy. Wendy 
Lotze seconded. All agreed. Maia agreed to write the letter 
 
Regarding signal timing and downtown – this is something that the policy 
subcommittee could look into – is a matter of the streetcar dictating the timing 
and making it so that pedestrians have to wait forever?

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 " Pedestrian Bond Update�
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Board of Supervisors approved the bond election for this November. The package 
they adopted was more ambiguous compared to what Living Streets has been 
working on. They agreed to $12 million dollars for walkability improvements but 
did not include the project list.  
 
Walkability is to be in the same category as neighborhood reinvestments, 
housing, and health initiatives.  
 
There was a ton of folks that came together for walkability on the bond and so 
there is talk of a coalition forming. A Walking Summit is in the works for 
sometime in the future.     
 
There was a discussion of why the walkability proposal was not in the 
transportation section – it is a transportation MODE and should be reflected as 
such.  
 
There was talk about how bike/ped projects can be made more visible with ribbon 
cuttings etc. May want to highlight ground breakings when pedestrian projects are 
to happen..
