The Tucson-Pima County Historical CommissiorRCHC) sponsors an annual flag-
raising ceremony to commemorate the establishmiekl €residio de San Agustin del
Tucson by Lieutenant Colonel Hugo O’Conor, as dbsdrin a letter to the Spanish
viceroy on August 20, 1775. This event educates ghblic by telling about the
convergence of cultures that had shaped our comymimich and distinctive heritage.
The founding of El Presidio de San Agustin del Dmc®236 years ago marked an
important moment for this cultural convergence, eswkent archaeological investigations
are providing us with new information about the pleowho first settled this region
thousands of years ago. Tucson truly has a lomhranh history that is worthy of
celebration. Since 1975, the Tucson-Pima Coungyadrical Commission has sponsored
this annual celebration with a presentation ofdtiterent flags that have flown over the
Tucson area throughout its history. This year @ reement was added to garner the
attention of youth to the historical aspects of Jarc Children's toys, books and other
items of interest from the era were on displayhatdelebration.

The Commission invites particular historically teth organizations to present the flags that
have flown over Tucson, as well as the flags ofrighboring Native American tribes - the

Tohono O’odham and Pascua Yaqui Nations. The Cesmoni also requests surrounding

municipalities and the State of Arizona Govern@ffice to participate in a ceremonial signing

of a joint proclamation relating to the significeraf Tucson’s birthday. Live entertainment is

provided at the finale, and “birthday” cake is sehat the conclusion of the ceremony, all
provided by the Commission.

Approximately 100 people attended the 2011 Birth@ajebration, of which 40 actually
participated in the event by reading proclamatiagigning a joint proclamation, and
presenting the various flags.
