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6.0 DISCUSSION OF MEC STATEMENT REGARDING ARIZONAHGISLATURE
K-12 FUNDING PLAN — PAT WIEDHOPF
At the October 30, 2015 MEC Special Meeting, a Cate® composed of Bill Ardern,
Dr. Kent Barrabee, Jen, Darland, Amber Mathewsad, 3im Cook crafted a statement
that would be voted on as a Resolution, which wiasudsed at today’s meeting. Bill
Ardern was chosen to moderate the discussion.

The Resolution addressed both Proposition 123wloaid be on the May 2016 ballot,
and a proposed amendment to the Arizona State @diwt, SCR 1001. These would
involve the use of State Land Trust funds for Ke2lication funding, and end the current
lawsuit by education entities against the Stateréstoration of education funding. The
proposed MEC Resolution states various aspecteeoptoposed legislation’s effect on
education and the state’s need for economic anckfarme development through
adequate education funding. The Resolution endsh wite statement, NOW,
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED : that the community express its significant concer
that the legislature and governor are disregarthegfunding mandates of the Arizona
Constitution, resulting in a threat both to thetamning viability of public education, and,
thus, to the future economic health of Arizona.”

Various viewpoints were presented in favor or offpms to the text of the Resolution. It
was decided that more information needs to be gadhand that the Resolution be
tabled.
