Reports from City and County Staff

A. City of Tucson Historic Preservation Program Manager (Marty McCune)
Marty McCune reported:

1. She passed out a listing of the Properties Listed on the NaReugsdter
of Historic Places (current through December 2007). The listbwaken
down by National Register Districts and individually listed properties.

2. A meeting had been held regarding the Oracle Area Revitaliz&ian.
A historic survey would be conducted, which would be used during the
planning process.

3. A meeting would be held with representatives from the Arizona
Department of Transportation (ADOT) and Desert Archaeology degar
the documentation for the Sangin warehouse.

5. Documentation was completed and submitted for the Heritage Fund grant

6. The remaining U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) buildings at Ueatk
had been secured using fencing, plywood, and security lighting.

7. Work progressed to select a consultant for the Ft. Lowell Ividd&n
project.
8. A historical assessment would be conducted as part of the Grant Road

Corridor Study. One was done in 1990 that could be updated.

A meeting was held with representatives of the Tohono O’odham Nation
regarding the design of the S-cgthn area as part of the Tucson Origins
Heritage Park.

Pima County Cultural Resources Manager (Linda Mayro)

Linda Mayro reported:

1.

Ongoing construction projects included some restoration at Canoa Ranch,
work on the Cowboy house at Empirita Ranch, and improvements at San
Pedro Chapel.

The Canoa segment of the Anza Trail was completed recently and
dedicated on December 15, 2007.

The Dunbar School rehabilitation plans were progressing. One Issiue t
held things up regarded the easement that was vacated bytrerdCind

1940 that was never fully resolved. Pima County was working with the
City’'s Real Estate Office and hoped to bring it before theydvlaand
Council soon.

The Pima County Bond election was not likely to occur during 2008. Ms.
Mayro passed out a list of the recommended projects to be funded. The
Bond Advisory Committee would be meeting on January 18, 2008, to
review open space requests, historic preservation requests, aastsaqu

the Davis-Monthan area.

A meeting was planned with the Pima County Planning Department to
discuss revising the codes surrounding the County’'s Historic Zone
Ordinance.

Tucson Department of Transportation Director (Jim Glock or TDOT Staff)

Jim Glock reported:

1.

The alignment of the Downtown Links roadway was being adjusted in the
area of the railway because of some railroad requiremeriss might
result in fewer impacts to the buildings in the warehouse district.

ADOT was requiring the buildings they own in the warehouse didtec
offered up for purchase via the auction process. They were noirajlow
the City to purchase them and then offer them for direct sdlestcurrent
tenants. An option was for the City to rezone the area and put conditions
on the properties, requiring they maintain their historic natutewas
suggested the City purchase the properties and then rent them to the
tenants with a long-term lease. The problem was there was wo Cit
funding to do this.

The Five Points project was progressing.

The 229 Street Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) Corridor Project
had begun. This would be between Tucson Boulevard and 1-10. The
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consultant team had begun contacting the neighborhood associations and
historic neighborhoods surrounding this area.

5. The Modern Streetcar Project was progressing. The commeod pe
regarding the environmental impact assessment would be opened up soon.
6. The Plans Review Subcommittee would be looking at the plans to

demolish the Romero home on South Grande in relation to the
construction of a roundabout at what is currently Clearwater aadd@r
Although the building was old, there was no indication it held any histori
value.

7. Some Grant Road Segment workshops would be held on January 14, 16,
and 17, 2008. Although the complete historic assessment would not be
finished by that time, this would be an opportunity to ask questions. The
Modern Architecture Preservation Program had identified several
potentially historic properties along the Grant Road Corridor.
