Solid Waste - Commission Member Saunders reported that the initial
recommendation had been adopted by Mayor and Council at the Sept 17" study
session — creation of the Internal Sustainability Working Group.

Energy Manager’s Report — Michael Catanzaro

Energy Manager Michael Catanzaro reported:

- Two weeks of community meeting on recycling. Low attendance

- Electric bus kickoff the week prior. Well attended.

- Green fund passed by Mayor and Council - $500k — Capture saving from
solar projects. Target high ROI projects to build fund. Over time the fund can
be used for building retrofits. Looking for 100% ROI in first year for projects.
Fund performance will happen yearly with a report to CCES.

- Outreach — looking to develop a Solar map for Tucson

- Eight PV projects are under construction.
