1. Call to Order – By Chair, M. Phininzy at 5:32pm.  

2. Roll Call – Present: B. Smith, Treasurer; M. Phininzy, Chair; A. Dumka, Vice – Chair; A. 

Hernandez, Secretary; Absent: A. Sykes, Asst. Treasure. 

3. Check-In – Everyone is doing ok.  

4. Public Comment – N/A  

5. Remarks by Commission Board Members.  

Vice – Chair, A. Dumka announced she is stepping down effective immediately due to 

personal health complications and issues. Dumka turned in her building key to Chair, M. 

Phininzy.  

6. Review and Approval of Minutes – Alma Hernandez.  

M. Phininzy made a motion to accept the minutes for 11/6/19 with correction in the 

Treasurer’s Report. B. Smith seconded the motion. MOTION PASSED. Yes (3), No (0).  

7. Treasurer’s Report -Brandi Smith  

a. Balance on Checking account: $17,097.95; balance on Savings account: $30,331.00; 

ending balance for December 2019.  

b. All accounts have been cleared out. Picked rent for January will deposit on Saturday. 

c. Issues with online billing of accounts:  

1. Web hosting fee for WIX. The Commission still has not received their bank card. 

Former Chair Dena Stewart-Hitzke initiated the online payment using her 

personal credit card two years ago. The Web hosting fee billed her account again 

in the amount of $204.00. Treasure B. Smith reached out to Stewart-Hitzke via 

email to see how she would like to resolve the fee but has not heard back. 

Current Chair Phininzy will reach out to D. Stewart-Hitzke to resolve the 

payment. 

d. Email account:  

1. The commission email account is billed annually. Due to no having received a 

bank card Tresurer B. Smith imitated the payment using her personal credit card. 

The yearly fee is $432.00. Treasure B. Smith sent in the reimbursement for the 

active 5 accounts but has not received payment yet the bank account shows the 

money has been withdrawn and reimbursed. She will follow up with the bank.  

e. The Vice-Chair A. Dumka was the second signer on the bank account. Due to her 

stepping down Chair Phininzy will become the second signer on the account. Chair 

Phininzy and Tresurer Smith will meet at the Credit Union on Saturday, January 11, 

2020 to add the Chair on the account.  



 

 

f. The Treasurer B. Smith will complete the financial and present it at the next full 

commission mtg. 

g. The Affidavit for Organization Tax Exemption report and bill arrived and is due on 

March 1, 2020. The report requires financial reports and the annual report. B. Smith 

will complete the financial pieces for the report and M. Phininzy will complete the 

Annual Report.  

h. A. Hernandez made the motion to approve the Tresurer’s report. M. Phininzy, 

seconded the motion. Motion passed (3) yes, (0) no  

8. Business 

a. Operations –  

1. Tenant Wong is present to address the executive officers about building issues. 

• Wong has a 2
nd

 quote to get the Adobes walls repaired. She would like the 

commission to talk with the adjacent business Serrano to discuss the leaks 

coming from his roof that are potential causing damage to the commission 

building. She will also get a third quote. Once the commission has received 

all three quotes it will be brought to the full commission for discussion.  

• The heating/cooling unit of the water dispenser needed cleaning and it has 

been taken care of.  

• The toilet is flushing slowly and tenants are concerned the drain could may 

be developing a clog. Wong has scheduled a plumber to come take a look at 

it on Monday, January 13 between 11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.  

• The AA group requested a 2
nd

 key to the building in December. A. Sykes was 

working on getting them a 2
nd

 key. M. Phininzy will follow up with Sykes to 

see if they were given a 2
nd

 Key and paid the $25 fee.  

• Building supplies are running low. A run to the Costco is needed to refill the 

paper towels, soap, toilet paper, tampons and air fresheners. Treasurer Smith 

will withdraw $200 from the bank account when she and the Chair are at the 

Bank. The money will be given to Secretary Hernandez who has a Costco car 

to purchase the supplies.  

b. Committee updates:  

1. Committee meetings will continue to be embedded into the full commission 

meeting.  

 

c. Other updates: 

1. The Commission is in need of updating the Red Book. Partner organizations are 

asking for a list of women organizations that address women issues and who 

could help them with their specific event issues.
