
 Minutes of DMAFB
Alternative Energy Solutions Task Force Meeting

a. Presentation by Lee Basnar, Cochise County resident and past chairman of the Sierra

Vista Environmental Affairs Commission.  Mr. Basnar gave a brief overview of the 2005
Cochise County Waste-to-Energy Project and lessons learned from that experience which
included getting the public involved early on in the process.

Rauluk will inquire about non-utility project developers who might want to participate.
Geothermal and wind will remain on the list but no presentations will be made.

(ACTION)  Joan Lionetti suggested the Task Force partner with the Metropolitan Energy
Commission. A MOTION was made by Sally Gestautas and seconded by Roger Watson
that Valerie Rauluk bring to the Energy Commission a proposal for holding joint public
meetings addressing alternative technologies for renewable energy.  Glenn Schrader and
Joan Lionetti agreed to serve on a subcommittee that will be responsible for the logistics and
providing support.  An amendment to the motion was made to change the wording from
“renewable energy” to “alternative energy solutions for Davis Monthan.”  MOTION passed
unanimously.

d. Communication Plan for Community – by the end of March produce a short report of
what the Task Force’s mission is, what’s been accomplished so far, and who will be
presenting in the months to come.  This will be a continuing item on future agendas.
