
CATEGORY I

Examples include:
• Built-up roofing
• Asphalt shingles
• Resilient floor tiles

(in good condition, extensive breakage 
not allowed)

Special Handling Required?   No

Times: Monday - Saturday, 6am - 5pm

Disposal Cost:     $32 per ton
Driver must notify scalehouse that the 
load contains “Category 1 asbestos 
containing material”.

CATEGORY II

Examples include:
• Transite pipe or siding/board
• Asbestos cement shingles
• Other concrete-like products 

Special Handling Required? Yes* 
You must provide notice one day in advance by 
calling (520) 791-4183

Times: Monday - Friday, 7am - 2pm

Disposal Cost:     $42 per ton ($75 minimum)
*Category II loads require special handling and are subject  
to an additional $50 per load inspection fee to be 
assessed at the discretion of the Landfill Inspector.

Category II waste, other than pipe, must be damp 
and sealed in CLEAR 6 mil plastic. Using 2 layers 
of 3 mil plastic is not an acceptable alternative. 
Driver must notify scalehouse that the load contains 
“Category 2 asbestos containing material”.
Transite pipe is only accepted if it is not crumbling 
and if both ends are painted with a color dissimilar 
to the pipe color.
Do not commingle Category II asbestos containing 
material with any other waste; otherwise the entire 
load requires Category II handling (including fees).

Asbestos Waste Disposal Decision Tree 
Los Reales Landfill

Dispose of material 
as regular

construction debris.

If asbestos is identified based on 
testing or professional expertise

Have your waste evaluated by a qualified
professional and/or tested to determine 

presence of asbestos.
