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Formalizing Conceptual Design
The conceptual design for the Silverbell Landfill is to install a groundwater pump and treat system, which includes 2 extraction wells, and reuse the pumped groundwater for lake use instead of reinjection. Groundwater modeling indicates it would be more beneficial to avoid reinjection of treated groundwater, because of the adjacent TW Sweetwater Recharge project.  The goal of the groundwater treatment system is to remove contaminant mass from the regional aquifer, and not simply achieve plume containment.

The consultant will estimate design and construction costs for infrastructure needed to deliver treated groundwater to Silverbell and El Rio golf courses, and the Columbus Park lakes using most of the treated groundwater for irrigation, and provide surplus treated groundwater to the TW reclaim plant. 

Scope of Work:
· Verify the condition and location of all effluent lines to be used for the project
· Verify the depth and volume of Silverbell, Columbus and El Rio lakes to be tied into effluent systems
· Verify the existing design to make sure there is enough water pressure to deliver water to the park and golf course lakes
· Cost analysis of the system modifications 
· TW wants to identify if it is possible to deliver surplus reclaimed water to the reclamation plant for direct use in reclaimed system.
· Conceptual design completion by the end of March 2014. 
· Assuming conceptual design is completed by March, RFP process will begin April 2014 to select contractor; final design, and construction and O&M.
