3. ES Director’s Update –
CNG Update
Priscilla updated the members on the CNG Project. The General Services Department has exhausted their allotted $300K funding for this project. She said that ES will be contributing $172K in FY 2014 for the design of the CNG Facility. ES’ total cost for the CNG Facility is estimated to be $6.6 million; $2.7 million will come out of our cash reserves, and the remainder will be financed. ES and Sun Tran will be cost-sharing this project 40%-60%, respectively.

Priscilla briefed the subcommittee that Pima County is withdrawing from the joint City – County HHW program effective June 30, 2013. Their FY 2014 contribution was $274K, leaving the city to re–evaluate the program.  The committee members brainstormed and provided input for consideration on program changes.  Ron Ewing suggested ES staff look at ordinances from Portland and San Francisco. Tina suggested charging a fee for commercial drop off of paint and outsourcing the program.
