Sparkman Butterfly Garden Update

Flower Street Shade

Neighbors planted shade trees and some
landscaping along the west end of Flower Street,
a designated Bicycle Boulevard. Watershed
Management Group donated curb cuts and held
a couple of workshops to teach us how to create
basins to capture rainwater and street runoff to
water the trees.

Flower Street Gateway

Near the Country Club entrance to Flower
Street, there is now a gathering space and
staging area for walkers, joggers, bicyclists, and
kids of all ages. It includes shade trees and
blooming shrubs (it’s FLOWER Street!), a straw
bale wall and bench neighbors and friends built
with Sonoran Permaculture Guild, cool
metalwork made from old cycle parts from
BICAS, including bike racks, a table, and
community “bulletin board” clips for notices.
PLEASE USE THIS SPACE!

If you haven’t walked through the garden lately, check it out. Paths have been laid out, boulders have
been placed as seating areas, with this beautiful weather, it’s the perfect time to take a serenity retreat.
Garden cleanups have been going on this month, and the last one this year is scheduled for Saturday,
November 17, at 8:30 am (an email notice will confirm). If you would like to help out, just show up. We
have a regular “crew” but can always use more help. Tools provided. Just wear a hat and gloves. Lunch

and drinks will be served. See you there.

Got pups?

With a last small grant from PRO Neighborhoods, the Sparkman Butterfly Gardeners will be replacing
plants throughout the garden (on Sparkman south of Bermuda). We’re also replacing tools and gravel and
other materials. If you have aloe or agave pups, or any other cactus or desert-adapted plant you’re willing
to donate, please contact Judith Anderson (795-1512 / janderhat@cox.net). We’ll come and collect it,
and/or invite you to the next planting day so you can put it exactly where you want it. Please help our

garden grow!
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You might be a good neighbor ....

» If you keep your weeds/grass
trimmed back below 6”. Trim back
the sidewalk areas too (the City
owns them but we maintain them).
And why not pick up paper, bottles,
etc., in front of your house or while
you stroll the neighborhood, you'll
be glad you did.

> If you pull your trash/recycle cans
back from the curb after pickup
(we are doing very well in this
area)

> If you call 1-800-THE-CART for
abandoned shopping carts.
Walmart picks up their own carts,
but otherwise they just sit there
into eternity (or the next person
drags it to a new place). If you see
one on your block, call
1-800-843-2278.

Reporting code violations

Reporting code violations is an important way to help
ensure that our neighborhood remains looking good
and more importantly is safe. Some neighbors may
not be aware of the codes (regulations) that govern
what is or isn’t an acceptable way to maintain their
property. Examples of code violations are overgrown
yards, abandoned or inoperable cars, and excessive
junk, litter, or debris.

If you’re not comfortable asking a neighbor to clean
up something that’s becoming a problem, Code
Enforcement will politely remind them that all
residents (both owners and renters) are expected to
comply with the City codes so the neighborhood can
be a safe and enjoyable place for all of us! They will
also explain possible penalties for neglect. Below are
some easy to follow steps you can use to report code
violations using online resources through the Tucson
Housing and Community Development Department
(http://cms3.tucsonaz.gov/hcd).

1) Become familiar with the codes that govern what
violations city inspectors can act on. You can
find out this information at the Website
http://cms3.tucsonaz.gov/hed/code-enforcement.
If you see suspicious activity, criminal activity,
or an emergency situation, contact the police. For
information about how to report graffiti visit
http://cms3.tucsonaz.gov/graffiti/.

» If you remove discarded furniture
from the curb a week after you set
it out ... then dump it. By then,
every dog in the neighborhood will
have peed on it, nobody wants it,
and nobody wants to look at it.
Lazy Boys, couches, broken stuff,
get rid of it.

» If you pick up after your dog,
pleeze. And if you hear your dog
barking like crazy, come out and
see what’s going on. It may be
your neighbor getting robbed.

» If you cover tagging as soon as it
happens or report directly to 792-
CITY (792-2489) or
http://cms3.tucsonaz.gov/graffiti/

report.

» If you keep an eye out for your
neighbors, call 911 for any
suspicious activity. We are all in
this together.

2) If you see a violation, make sure you have the
correct address and are able to make a clear
concise description of the property violation. If
you are unsure of the address, then report the
nearest house number or intersection and
describe the location of the property from that
point.

Report the violation online at
http://cms3.tucsonaz.gov/hed/violation. Follow
the instructions on the screen. Reports can be
made anonymously, but you will need a valid
email address so you can receive a confirmation
report and activity number that you can use to
check the status of the inspection results.

3) Check the status of your report at
http://www.tucsonaz.gov/webapp/DevSvcsWeb
App/ires/inspresults.html, have your activity
number ready to type us so you can access the
status report.

That’s all! Please don’t abuse this service: Only
report actual violations; check the status of your
report before filing the complaint again; only submit
one report per property; be clear, concise, and polite
in the complaints you report.
