The November meeting is an important meeting as we
need to elect officers and get some Neighborhood Liaisons
appointed. According to our By Laws, | cannot not run for a
3rd year. In case anyone is thinking of changing the By
Laws on this point, remember the Officer elections are to
be the first thing on the agenda. The By Laws read as
follows:

ARTICLE SIX - NOMINATIONS, ELECTIONS, ANNUAL
REPORTS AND INSTALLATION OF OFFICERS

Nominations of officers may be made prior to or at the
annual meeting which shall be held in November each
calendar year.

B. Election of officers shall be held during the annual
meeting. Term of office shall be one year. No officer shall
serve more than two consecutive terms.

Consider running for an Association office. The three
elected positions are President, Vice President, and
Secretary/Treasurer. As we don't have a treasury, the
Treasurer part of the Secretary/Treasurer position is strictly
ceremonial. We also need three NEIGHBORHOOD
LIAISONS, one each from each subdivision (KINGSTON
KNOLLS, GREEN HILLS, and EL DORADO). Consider
volunteering for one of these three appointed positions.
