Claire was very active in organizing groups to clean the washes in the neighborhood, paint over graffiti, patrolling the 
neighborhood at night and created a social group for neighborhood seniors. She coordinated several large 
neighborhood cleanups, even matching up volunteers to help those unable to do their own work. In addition to being an 
advocate for the Terra del Sol neighborhood, Claire also volunteered with the Top Dog Agency for 10 years helping to 
train dogs to assist their owners with daily tasks. She also read the newspaper for the visually impaired on Sun Sounds 
Radio.
