The General Plan

* Required by Arizona Revised Statutes (ARS)

« Addresses multiple elements, such as land use,
circulation, conservation, open space, growth,
energy, neighborhood preservation and revitalization

* Provides policies and recommendation to guide
future growth and development in Tucson, as well as
to guide preparation of more detailed plans (or
“specific plans”)

« Used by City Staff to review development
applications.

* Must be updated every 10 years and taken to voters
for approval




Area Plans & Neighborhood Plans

 “Specific plans,” provided for under Arizona
Statutes.

* Assist in implementation of General Plan
policies through more detailed policies for
smaller areas of the city

» Area Plans address more than a single
neighborhood

* Currently 17 Area Plans and 29
Neighborhood Plans

* Plans 10 years or older (with one exception)

» Used by City Planning staff to evaluate
rezoning, variance, and other development
and permitting applications.
