ATTEMPT TO IDENTIFY ROBBERY SUSPECTS 

2450 EAST GRANT ROAD 

 
The Tucson Police Department is seeking the public’s assistance in identifying three suspects involved in a midtown 

robbery.  On November 1, 2013, at 4:08 a.m., the below pictured suspects entered the Circle K located at 2450 East 

Grant Road and demanded cigarettes from the clerk.  The two suspects with ski masks went behind the counter and filled 

backpacks full of cigarettes.  The suspects threw cigarette cartons and beer cans at the clerk.  All three fled the store 

together in an unknown direction.  No one was injured during the incident.  The following descriptions were given of the 

suspects: 

 

Suspect #1 – Hispanic male, 20-25 years old, 5’0” to 5’5” tall, 140 to 150 pounds, striped black and white sweater, red 

shirt, and blue jeans. 

 

Suspect #2 – Hispanic male, 5’08” to 6’00” tall, 130 to 150 pounds, black ski mask, black sweater, blue jeans and black 

shoes. 

 

Suspect #3 – Hispanic male, 5’08” to 6’00” tall, 130 to 150 pounds, red sweater, blue jeans and red shoes.
