ATTEMPT TO IDENTIFY 

“GAME STOP” ROBBERY SUSPECTS 

 
The Tucson Police Department is seeking the public’s assistance in identifying two individuals responsible for robbing 

two different Game Stop Stores in the Tucson area.  The first robbery occurred at 4811 East Grant Road on January 7, 

2013 at 5:52 p.m.  The same suspects were involved in a second Game Stop robbery at 405 East Wetmore Road on 

January 18, 2013 at 2:37 p.m.  In both incidents, the suspect pictured below wearing the hooded sweatshirt demanded 

money from the cashier and threatened harm.  The individual in the flannel shirt stood watch at the front door during 

both robberies.  No weapon was seen and no one was injured in either incident.  The suspects were last seen running on 

foot from both locations.
