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ATTEMPT TO IDENTIFY - ROBBERY SUSPECT 

***UPDATE*** 

 
The serial robbery suspect associated with these incidents as well as some others has been both 

identified and captured.  Thus far, he has been definitively linked to 5 separate robbery incidents, 

including: 

 

• On October 3, 2011 the suspect entered the Walgreen’s store located at 10315 East 

Broadway and robbed the store at gunpoint.  No one was injured during the incident, but 

an undisclosed amount of money was taken. 

 

• The suspect again entered the Walgreen’s store located at 10315 East Broadway on 

October 11, 2011.  Although, this time he was armed with knife.  Once again, no one was 

injured during the incident.  The suspect obtained an undisclosed amount of money after 

brandishing the knife toward the clerk.   

 

• On October 13, 2011 the suspect entered the Walgreen’s store located at 9470 East Golf 

Links. The suspect was again armed with a knife, which he brandished toward the clerk. 

Due to the fact that the clerk was unable to open the register, the suspect took several 

packs of cigarettes and fled the location without obtaining any money.  There were no 

injuries associated to this incident. 

 

• Shortly after the above listed incident on October 13, 2011, the suspect entered the 

Walgreen’s store located at 6767 East Broadway. He walked behind the counter while 

brandishing a knife towards the clerk and demanded the money from the register. The 

suspect obtained an undisclosed amount of money and fled the location.  Once again, no 

one was injured during the course of this incident. 

 

• The suspect entered the Walgreen’s located at 6767 East Broadway once again on 

October 14, 2011. The victim clerk instantly identified the suspect as the same suspect 

that committed the robbery the night before. The suspect pushed passed the customers 

standing in line, walked behind the counter, and took the money from the register. The

suspect also took a carton of cigarettes. The suspect was not armed on this incident, and 

no one was injured. 

 

After the incident at the Walgreen’s store located at 6767 East Broadway, a citizen followed the 

suspect’s vehicle as it left the area at a high rate of speed. The car was seen driving erratically in 

the area until it came to a stop after driving over a median. Officers arrived on scene and made 

contact with two adult male occupants, as they were standing by the vehicle in question. One of 

the occupants matched the physical description of the suspect from the various robbery incidents. 

The officers also noticed items of evidence that were in plain view inside the vehicle.  Both 

males were detained at that time.  Detectives from the Robbery Unit responded to further the 

investigation by conducting interviews with the victims, witnesses, and suspects and collecting 

evidence.   

 

The detectives ultimately determined that the suspect, identified as 23-year old Stephen Miller, 

was working in conjunction with his brother, 21-year old John Garrick, for the majority of the 

incidents.  The vehicle that they used to flee from each incident was recovered.  It has been 

identified as a Gray 2002 Hyundai Sedan.  Thus far, Mr. Miller has been charged with the 

following felony offenses:  4 counts of Aggravated Assault, 4 counts of Armed Robbery, 4 

counts of Aggravated Robbery, and 1 count of Robbery.  Mr. Garrick was also charged with 

4 counts of the felony charge of Aggravated Robbery for his involvement in the incidents.  

Their booking photos will not be released at this time, as the investigation continues.  Additional 

robbery-related charges may be pending.  The photos will be available once all investigation has 

concluded.

The Tucson Police Department is seeking public assistance with locating a suspect believed to be 

responsible for at least three armed robbery incidents over the past three nights.  In each of the 

below incidents, the suspect has pointed a handgun at the victims. 
 

o On October 2, 2011 at approximately 7:45 p.m., the suspect robbed the Giant Express 

convenience store at the southeast corner of East Broadway Boulevard and South 

Houghton Road. 
 

o On October 3, 2011 at approximately 6:15 p.m., the suspect robbed the Walgreens store 

on the northeast corner of East Broadway and South Houghton. 
 

o On October 4, 2011 at approximately 7:50 p.m., the suspect robbed the Quik Mart on the 

northwest corner of East 22
nd

 Street and South Houghton. 
 

The suspect is described as a Caucasian male, 18-22 years old, approximately 5’10” to 6’02” 

tall, 140-170 pounds, with red hair and freckles and/or pock marked skin.  The suspect 

vehicle is described as a late-90’s model, brown or champagne colored Kia 4-door sedan.  

There may have been as many as four additional subjects inside the vehicle during at least one of 

the incidents. 
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The Tucson Police Department urges anyone with information about these cases or about this 

suspect and vehicle to call 911 or 88-CRIME.
