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ATTEMPT TO IDENTIFY

ROBBERY INCIDENTS 6300 BLOCK EAST GOLF LINKS

The Tucson Police Department seeks public assistance with identifying a male, who is the suspect in two separate
robbery incidents that occurred at businesses in the 6300 block of East Golf Links Road. The first incident occurred on
the afternoon of May 18, 2012. At approximately 2:56 p.m. an unknown male entered the Mario’s Pizza restaurant
located at 6330 East Golf Links Road. While speaking with the cashier at the counter, the male displayed a handgun
and demanded money from the register. After receiving an undisclosed amount of money, the male fled from the
restaurant. He exited the rear delivery door of the business and was last seen running in a southbound direction. Officers
from Operations Division West responded to the business and conducted an investigation. They determined that no one
had been injured during the incident. Video surveillance evidence was collected from the business.

The second incident occurred at approximately 2:35 p.m. on May 21, 2012. The Tucson Police Department was alerted
to the robbery incident when an employee activated the robbery alarm at the Jack in the Box restaurant located at
6380 East Golf Links. Officers from Operations Division East responded to the business, but the suspect had left prior
to their arrival. After determining that no one had been injured during the incident, the officers learned that an unknown
male entered the restaurant and forced an employee at gunpoint to walk to the manager’s office. Once there, he obtained
an undisclosed amount of money from the safe. The male then left the restaurant and was last seen running in a
southbound direction. Once again, video surveillance evidence was collected from the business.

The male suspect from both incidents was described as a Hispanic male, 18-22 years of age, 5’06 to 5’08 tall,
weighing 150 to 200 pounds, with short brown hair. In both instances, he was seen wearing a light gray hooded
sweatshirt, blue jeans, and black tennis shoes. In the first incident at Mario’s Pizza, he was seen wearing eyeglasses.
