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INDECENT EXPOSURE ARREST 

6330 SOUTH GOLF LINKS #132 

 
On the afternoon of October 30, 2011, the Tucson Police Department was notified of an incident 

that occurred at the Wing Factory restaurant located at 6330 E. Golf Links Road #132.  Officers 

from Operations Division East responded to take the initial report.  Detectives from the Child 

Sexual Assault Unit also responded to assist with due to the nature of the allegations made 

against the suspect.  The investigation revealed that a 9-year old female child had been at the 

Wing Factory restaurant with her family in the early afternoon hours of October 30, 2011.  While 

at the restaurant, the child walked to the counter area of the restaurant to ask for some additional 

sauce for their food.  She was alone.  The suspect, later identified as 24-year old Elias 

Guerrero, was an employee at the restaurant.  He approached the victim at the counter and lifted 

his shirt, exposing himself to her.  She quickly returned to her family, who left the restaurant 

soon thereafter.  The family notified police of the incident.  Officers responded to the restaurant 

and detained Mr. Guerrero.  At the conclusion of the investigation, he was arrested for 1 count of 

Indecent Exposure to a Victim Under the Age of 15, a Class 6 Felony.  He was transported 

and booked into the Pima County Jail.  It should be noted that Mr. Guerrero was registered as a 

Level 3 SORT Offender from California.  He had a history of prior exposures. 
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
