FIELD TEST PROCEDURES

1.
The 12-month field test will consist of tracking required meter maintenance as well as testing the meter for accuracies at the end of the 12 months of operation.

The meter accuracy requirements shall be the same as American Water Works Association (AWWA) standards which are:

Single-Jet Meter 




- Low-flow; 95% - 101.5% accuracy




- High-flow, 98.5% - 101.5% accuracy

Compound Meter 




- Low-flow, 95% - 103% accuracy




- High-flow, 97% - 103% accuracy

Turbo Meter




- Low-flow, 98.5% - 101.5% accuracy




- High-flow, 98.5% – 101.5% accuracy

The meter accuracy shall be tested by Tucson Water after it has been installed by Tucson Water or the Tucson Water JOC contractor at the beginning of the 12-month field test.  If the meter accuracy is found to be out of compliance with the requirements of the AWWA, the offeror shall be notified of the noncompliance and shall be afforded one opportunity to rectify the non-compliance.  Tucson Water will permit the offeror to remedy the non-compliance by repairing the meter, or replacing it with a brand new meter of the same make and model.  The form of remedy shall be at the discretion of the offeror.  

The meter accuracy shall be tested again at the completion of 12 months.

The meter accuracy may be tested at other times during the 12-month filed test.  If the meter accuracy is found to be out of compliance with the AWWA requirements during the middle of the 12-month filed test – after the meter has already successfully passed the first accuracy test at the beginning of the 12-month test – Tucson Water will attempt to diagnose the problem.  

· If Tucson Water determines the cause of the problem to be no fault of the meter (such as a rock that has become lodged in the meter, etc.), Tucson Water shall attempt to remedy the problem.  

· If Tucson Water is able to remedy the problem and the meter accuracy is found to be in compliance with the AWWA requirements, Tucson Water will resume the 12-month field test.  If Tucson Water is not able to diagnose/remedy the problem, the offeror will be invited to come on site to diagnose/remedy the problem.  

· If the offeror is able to correct the problem and the meter accuracy is found to be in compliance with the AWWA requirements, Tucson Water will resume the 12-month filed test.  

· If the offeror is not able to remedy the problem, the meter will be deemed to have failed the 12-month field test.  

Note: The Tucson Water Department’s Metering Services Division shall perform all field maintenance and accuracy tests and shall be the final interpretative authority on such results.
