Kino Parkway and 22nd Street intersection Improvements


FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQ’s)

Q. When will the project begin?

A. The design has been completed and construction is expected to begin the summer of 2012.  A pre-construction meeting will be held prior to construction beginning. Look for an invitation in the mail to attend if interested in the summer of 2012 and then message boards along the project limits on Kino Parkway and 22nd Street declaring when the work will actually start.

Q. What are some of the features of the design?

A. This project will consist of reconstructing the intersection of Kino Parkway and 22nd Street by elevating Kino Parkway over 22nd Street to provide two continuous through lanes of traffic in each direction. On and off ramps will have dual left left turn lanes and one right turn lane for drivers wishing to enter and exit Kino Parkway. 22nd Street will be widened to provide three through lanes in each direction, exclusive right turn lanes, and dual left turn lanes. Both roads will have a landscaped center median separating the traffic lanes and .

This project will also include new asphalt paving, bike lanes, new curbs, six foot wide sidewalks, bus pullout improvements on 22nd street, landscaping, landscape lighting, street lighting, and traffic signalization.  

The nearby intersection of 22nd Street and Cherrybelle Stravenue will be modified to restrict through traffic and a new traffic signal will also be installed at 18th Street and Park Avenue as part of the overall traffic circulation mitigation plan. 

A new detention basin will be constructed as part of this project. New storm drains and water modifications will also be made as part of this project.

Public art will also be inluded in this project and integrated into the new bridge and lighting design. 

Q. How long will the construction take to complete?

A.  It will take at least two and one half years to complete. This duration is a bit misleading as the actual road itself will be operational and in use well before the contract time is up. Most of the work at the end of road construction projects is landscaping and clean- up. 

Q. Who is the contractor and how much will it cost?

A. The contractor is the Ashton Company. The project will cost approximately $21M

Q. This is a long time to do construction. I will have to travel through the construction zone to get to work. How will I know about detours or other types of work that will slow my commute?

A.  The project team hopes to communicate to the general public in varoius ways. All detours or expected delays will be communicated to the public through the media. We also hope to have message boards advising of potential delays at least three work days in advance along both Kino Parkway and 22nd Street. We will issue written notices to businesses when access will be affected. Finally, we will have a web page for this project containing project information, contacts and numbers, construction updates, and frequently asked questions. Feel free to contact us at any time. We will gladly listen to your concerns and do what we can to make things easier on all whenever possible. 

Q. Cherrybelle Stravenue is so close to the Kino Parkway intersection. What can be done to keep the traffic from backing up into either intersection during construction?

A.  The new street improvements will restrict through movements on both the north and south approaches of Cherrybelle Straveneue and 22nd Street because of new median improvements. This should prevent traffic backing up into the intersection as before. Traffic leaving Cherybelle Stravenue (north or south)will now have to make a right turn. A new traffic signal is being added at 18th Street and Park Avenue in anticipation of potential changes to local traffic circulation 

Q. How will traffic and access be impacted during construction?

A. Traffic should not be impacted too badly during construction. Two through lanes will always be provided during constrction on both Kino Parkway and 22nd Street. Should work require that the number of lanes be reduced from two to one, this work will be done at night and/or on weekends. 

The speed limit through the construction zone will not be reduced significantly during construction unless detours, turning movements, or merging of traffic require it. 

Right turn access to all properties will be provided at all times unless work in front of driveways is being done. The access will only be delayed until this work is either completed or the materials have had time to cure. We will actively let the property owner know what to expect and when work will be cmpleted.
Q. What impacts are expected to the traffic circulation of the nearby neighborhoods?

A. It is our experience that traffic will try to shortcut through neighborhoods during construction if they forsee delays. We will monitor this and add signs restricting through traffic through residential streets. We ask for your help in identifying these situations when they happen. 

Q. When will the bridge crossing the railraod to the east be replaced and upgraded?

A.  The second phase of the 22nd Street corridor is not planned until the year 2018. Funding may get accelerated to begin sooner. There will be neighborhood and citizen advisory board meetings held before the the design phase. 

Q. Areas near the new roadway are in the FEMA floodplain. Will drainage improvements be made to address this situation? 

A.  A large detention basin will be constructed along the west side of Kino Parkway, south of 22nd Street. This detention basin should collect stormwater trying to pass through to the west. No letter of map ammendment is proposed to remap the existing FEMA Floodplain as part of this project. 
Q. What kind of underground utilities will be impacted and will this affect my service?

A. Existing water mains will be repalced with new pipe materials under new pavement. Work to connect the old with the new will be done at night when everyone is asleep to minimize any disturbance to customers wherever possible.

Q. How is the public art to be incorporated into the street design?

A. The Citizen’s Advisory Group for this project has selected a public artist for this work. Barbara Grygutis is the artist and has incorporated metal scultures as part of the bridge design. These sculptures will have lights and help serve to provide pedestrian and street lighting at night.
