Volunteers at the Sonoran Branch of the US Green Building Council served as a resource for 

finding and assisting local schools, and raised $2900 to fund seven Green Apple projects. This is 

the 2
nd

 year for the Green Apple awards. Last year two Tucson-area schools participated.

Presidio School is the only school participating for its 2
nd

 year. Last year the school and 

community came together for a block party to build a tortoise habitat and break ground on a 

garden. This year Presidio is hosting workshops on water conservation, a competition to design a 

human-powered water pump for their rainwater harvesting system and other activities.
