We brought
in Bryant Nodine
from TUSD and
he says the gates
could be open as
early as next
week.

This won’t be
feasible, or as easy, at all of our closed schools.
Our city doesn’t have enough parks and ball
fields. I’'m glad to see the public and the bu-
reaucracy work together for creative solutions
to the problem.

Spend a
happy weekend with your family, and remem-
ber what gifts this nation has given us.
