The mayor and council approved funding regula-

tions for our city’s water conservation program. 

What we have in Tucson is unique because we 

have a dedicated funding source for water con-

servation. The city recently hired Daniel Ran-

som to manage the program. Ransom comes to 

us after running the conservation program for 

the City of Santa Fe. 

 

One of the things I’ve been proud of is my work 

to have the city encourage more use of rainwater 

through the Rainwater Harvesting Incentives 

Program. Residents can qualify for a rebate pro-

gram by making some simple changes around 

their yards and gardens. There are workshops 

available to show you what you can do to partic-

ipate and save our most precious resource: wa-

ter.
