Cyclovia 1s back
again. On April 10th,
the semi-annual car
free street event will
wind from near Him-
mel Park through the
streets of midtown to
Barrio San Antonio
(also known as the
Lost Barrio).

Cyclovia gives people
from the greater Tuc-
son region the chance
to enjoy great weath-
er, see neighbors,
friends and people
from throughout the
area, and get a little
exercise — all on city
streets that will be
closed to car traffic
and open to walkers,
joggers, cyclists, skat-
ers and all other
forms of people-
powered movement.

Motor vehicles are
detoured from the
route allowing every-
one the freedom to
enjoy “open streets”
safely and comforta-

bly. Cyclovia isn’t a
race, parade or com-
petition. Instead, it’s
a chance to enjoy
Tucson from a new
perspective (outside
of the car). The Liv-
ing Streets Alliance
organizes the event
and they say you can
walk your dog, roller
skate or blow bub-
bles.

Cyclovia is the sort of
fun event that has
given our city the
reputation as a bik-
ing Mecca. That repu-
tation was confirmed
last year when an or-
ganization called Peo-
pleForBikes did a
survey of four cities
(Tucson, Memphis,
Chicago and Port-
land) to determine
the best city for
“everyday biking.”
Tucson came out on
top.

This isn’t just about
fun, bicycle friendly
means money and

jobs for Tucson too. A
survey done in 2013
by the Arizona De-
partment of Trans-
portation estimated
that $20 million dol-
lars are spent by bi-
cycle tourists in
Southern Arizona.
Events like El Tour
de Tucson bring
them here, but local
amenities like the
Loop and our bike
boulevards keep
them coming back.

Cyclovia is not the
only bicycle event on
Tucson’s April calen-
dar. The Greater Ari-
zona Bicycle Associa-
tion, or GABA, is
holding their Spring
Bike Swap on April
17th. The largest bi-
cycle swap in the
southwest, GABA's
Bike Swap in Tucson
attracts over 5,000
attendees more than
30 vendors bi-
annually. It will run
from 7 am to 2 pm on

commute. Right now, we’ve got the Sabino Canyon/Kolb Extension, Houghton Road, Rillito In-
tercept and the 22nd Street Sewer Improvement projects going. I don’t always have space in
the newsletter for updates on all of them, and because this newsletter is weekly, I can’t always
get the information out in time for you.

COMMEMORATIVE TREES

Tucson Clean & Beautiful, in cooperation with the City of Tucson and Pima County, announce
the availability of commemorative trees along the Pantano River Park. Commemorative trees
are available for purchase through Tucson Clean & Beautiful for $225 each (partially tax-
deductible), including the tree, irrigation lines and number marker installation, name dedica-
tion at a commemorative plaza, dedication certificate and guaranteed replacement. Trees may
be purchased for dedication honoring special occasions, or in remembrance of any friend or fam-
ily member.

The new Pantano River Park Commemorative Tree Program is based upon the success of the
completed El Paseo de los Arboles commemorative tree project where 600 trees were added on
the Santa Cruz River bank. Over the next several years, dedicated trees will restore more than
two miles of natural habitat, and will grow to provide shade for users of this multi-use path.
More than 275 trees already have been planted of the 570 trees that eventually will fill this
park.

A dedication ceremony will be held May 6 at Pantano River Park, 1750 S Pantano Parway and
will include a reading of the names for whom trees have been dedicated, and names inscribed
at the nearby Children’s Memorial Garden. An informal walking tour of newly-dedicated trees
concludes the ceremony. Light refreshments will be provided.
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CiTtY COURT UPDATE

Tucson City Court will be closed to the public for business from Friday, April 1 through Mon-
day, April 4, 2016 with courtrooms in operation on April 5, 2016. The Court will use this time
to transition to a new case management system and will reopen for normal business on

Wednesday, April 6, 2016 with its new case management system, Arizona Judicial Automat-
ed Case System (AJACS).

Tucson City Court will be open on a limited basis on Tuesday, April 5, 2016. Limited opera-
tions will consist of scheduled hearings and trials in courtrooms. The customer service lobby
and website will be closed. People having a scheduled court date of April 5, 2016 are expected
to appear in court unless they received a notice from the court rescheduling their court date.

The Court’s current case management system, AZTEC is approaching 17 years of age and
while still functional lacks automation efficiencies developed over the two decades. Tucson
City Court will be the largest volume court in the Arizona court system to transition to
AJACS and will be converting approximately 440,000 open cases to the new system. The
Court will only be converting open cases to AJACS. Cases which are adjudicated and met the
electronic records retention period will not transition to AJACS.

SABINO/KoLB ROAD EXTENSION

Construction of the extension of Sabino Canyon Road to Kolb Road is in progress. Tucson-
based Ashton Company was selected as contractor for the project with a low bid of approxi-
mately $12.3 million.

Project schedule: The contractor began minor construction activities in mid-December to clear
the entire length of the project, with major construction activity occurring after the first of
the year.

The construction of the noise wall adjacent to the Pantano II neighborhood is expected to be
completed by March 21, 2016, with construction of the noise wall adjacent to Udall Park be-
ginning shortly thereafter. As the project progresses, further updates will be forthcoming.

Construction will occur Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. during the winter
months.

Work will take approximately 15 months to complete (weather permitting) with an anticipat-
ed completion date of Feb. 28, 2017.
