I’ve been a proponent of 

the 2nd amendment my 

entire life. Until the 

events of last night. I 

cannot express how 

wrong I was. We actual-

ly have members of our 

crew with CHL licenses, 

and legal firearms on the 

bus. 

They were useless. 

We couldn’t touch them 

for fear police might 

think we were part of the 

massacre and shoot us. 

A small group (or one 

man) laid waste to a city 

with dedicated, fearless 

police officers desperate-

ly trying to help, because 

of access to an insane 

amount of fire power. 

Enough is enough. 

Writing my parents and 

the love of my life as a 

goodbye last night and a 

living will because I felt 

like I wasn’t going to 

live through the night 

was enough for me to 

realize that this is com-

pletely and totally out of 

hand. These rounds were 

powerful enough that my 

crew guys just standing 

in a close proximity of a 

victim shot by this 

f******* coward re-

ceived shrapnel wounds 

We need gun control 

RIGHT. NOW. 

My biggest regret is that 

I stubbornly didn’t real-

ize it until my brothers 

on the road and myself 

were threatened by it. 

We are unbelievably for-

tunate to not be among 

the number of victims 

killed or seriously 

wounded by this maniac. 
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tat Day here in Tucson, 

and the local branch of 

Habitat For Humanity 

put together a celebra-

tion at their work site at 

Sixth Avenue and Va-

lencia for 400 of their 

volunteers. The volun-

teers then went to work 

building six homes for 

families in Tucson.  

That doesn’t sound like 

a lot, but as the mayor 

pointed out on Friday, 

that’s six families that 

have houses with kids 

who can come home 

from school to an eco-

nomically stable envi-

ronment. More owner 

occupied homes can al-

so help stabilize stressed 

neighborhoods which is 

good for all of us.
