When it came time
for Albert Elias to
print up cards for fu-
nerals held at San
Agustin Cathedral,
he would use the old
linotype machine in
the back of his shop.
He used it rather
than modern equip-
ment so he could load
the cards by hand. It
was important to him
to make sure that
proper care was tak-
en when it came to
such things.

I didn’t have a lot of
personal interactions
with Don Elias. Judg-
ing from the stories
I've heard about him
since his death on
Friday morning, I
lost out.

Albert owned Old
Pueblo Printers
across from the police
station on South
Stone Avenue. When
Stone Avenue became

a two-way street,
KJZZ went to Albert
to comment on the
change. This wasn’t
just a matter of seek-
ing out a long time
business owner and
resident (he lived in

Armory Park and
walked to work every
day for forty years),
Albert understood
the last eight dec-
ades of Tucson’s his-
tory because he and
his family had a

hand in shaping them.

Albert’s family had already been in Tucson since Spanish colonial times, and his grandfather,
Francisco Moreno, founded Tucson’s groundbreaking Spanish-language newspaper, El Tuc-
sonense. Albert’s first job was paperboy, selling the eight-page paper at a cost of 25 cents an
issue. When he was in high school, he became a printer’s devil (apprentice) at the paper.

He served in the Korean War after graduating and, as a full member of the typographical un-
1on, worked on the printing press at Tucson Newspapers. A lockout of union employees in the
mid 1960’s saw him and many workers out of a job.

El Tucsonense went out of business at around the same time, and Albert along with fellow TNI
printer Oscar Araiza founded Old Pueblo Printers. The old linotype machine for El Tucsonense
1s still the one in the back of the shop.

Over the years, a variety of employees have worked at the shop, including another of Francis-
co’s grandsons, current Los Angeles Angels owner Arte Moreno. All that time, the shop became
the go to place to get printing done for local government officials, civic organizations, labor un-
1ons, as well as a whole raft full of local politicians. Those politicians included my dad and me.

His involvement was not just printing items for organizations, he was deeply involved too. He
had a hand in advocating for more resources for Hispanic majority neighborhoods as well as
moves to desegregate TUSD. He also served on the Tucson Community Center Commission,
the Regional Transportation Authority, the Tucson-Pima Arts Council and the Downtown Tuc-
son Partnership.

Even though he never served in public office, he was a model of committed and faithful citizen-
ship that my colleagues and I strive to emulate.

My condolences go out to his children Albert Jr., Ana, Richard and the extended Elias clan, in-
cluding his granddaughter Luz who I have been fortunate to work with over the last few
months.

Services will be on Friday at San Agustin Cathedral. Visitation will be at 6 pm with a rosary at

RILLITO INTERCEPT PROJECT

This week, the contractor has begun work in preparation for the rehabilitation of sewer facili-
ties located in the area of River Road between Longfellow Avenue and Sutton Road. This work
includes installing the temporary flow management piping along the north side of River Road
from Longfellow Avenue to Sutton Road, north along the east side of Sutton Road, and west on
Roger Road. (Once the flow management system is installed, it will remain in place until the
rehabilitation is complete). This installation includes trenching across driveways within the ar-
ea of the flow management system. Most installation work is scheduled from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.

24-hour traffic control will be in place while work is being completed.

Traffic on the north side of River Road, between Longfellow Avenue and Sutton Road, will be
shifted to the south side of the roadway, allowing one travel lane in each direction.

Access will be maintained to all side streets within the work area, however, there may be inter-
mittent closures and/or turn restrictions while trench work is completed.

Turn movements will not be restricted from most side streets along River Road.
