
Dear Friends: 
 
As I write this, elecƟon day fast approaches.  
On Tuesday, November 3, voters in the City of 
Tucson will decide who will serve as Mayor 
and Councilmember’s for Ward’s 1, 2 and 4, as 
well as four ballot measures.  In addiƟon, Tuc-
son voters, as well as voters in Pima County 
will consider seven bond measures.   
 
There are also school district override quesƟons for voters within the respecƟve school 
districts to consider as well. There are also charter measures for consideraƟon. One 
proposal would give the Mayor and “full voice and vote,” counƟng towards a quorum 
and able to vote on hiring and firing all department directors which require a vote. The 
second proposal would remove the Civil Service status for Department Directors and 
serve as “at will” employees. 
 
There is also a proposal on the ballot from the City of Tucson Commission on Salaries 
and CompensaƟon, a Charter mandated commiƩee formed to review the salaries for 
the Mayor and Council. This commission is appointed by the City Manager’s office and 
reviews the salary of City elected officials every two years. They voted to place a meas-
ure on the November ballot for voters to consider giving the Mayor and Council a pay 
raise of 15%. The Mayor and Council has no control over this commiƩee and had ex-
pressed their reservaƟons about puƫng any measure dealing with their salary on this 
year’s ballot, especially during these tough economic Ɵmes. 
 
In addiƟon, Pima County has seven bond measures on this ballot and will be run as a 
consolidated elecƟon. I recommend approval of these proposals as they will improve 
the quality of life for residents of Ward 5. 
 
ProposiƟon 425 is Ɵtled “Road and Highway 
Improvements.” There are two projects of 
note for Ward 5 in ProposiƟon 425. 
 
The Road Repair and Pavement PreservaƟon 
Program is first, if approved by voters, the City 
of Tucson would receive more than $65 million 
to fund the repair and preservaƟon of roads 
within City limits. This $65 million would be in 
addiƟon to the funds now being used for road 
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repair and preservaƟon under ProposiƟon 409, approved by Tucson voters in 2012. 
 
The addiƟonal roads in Ward 5 that would be worked on, if ProposiƟon 425 is approved, include: 4th 
Avenue (Broadway to 22nd), 6th Avenue (Benson Highway to Ajo and 18th to 23rd Streets), Bilby (Park 
to Del Moral), Eastland (Campbell to Del Moral), Elvira (Plumer to Palo Verde), Kino Blvd. (Broadway to 
AviaƟon), Nebraska St./Olive St. (ConnecƟcut to Nogales Highway), Palo Verde (Valencia to Corona), 
Park Avenue (18th Street to 36th Street and University to 14th Street), Silverlake (6th Avenue to Kino 
Parkway), Tucson Blvd. (Mabel to 22nd Street), Wilmot (Valencia to Los Reales). 
 
The Sonoran Corridor Highway is the other Ward 5 project in ProposiƟon 425, with a proposed bond of 
$30 million dollars. For development of a phase of an interstate highway between Interstate 19 and 
Interstate 10 (located by Raytheon in Ward 5) to shorten travel Ɵme, facilitate the expansion of manu-
facturing and high tech jobs and to support the emergence of a major southwest logisƟcs center. 
 
ProposiƟon 426 is Ɵtled “Economic Development, Libraries and Workforce Training.” There are two 
projects of note for Ward 5 in ProposiƟon 426. 
 
There is a $20 million dollar proposal for an “InnovaƟon and 
Technology Building” to be constructed at the University of 
Arizona Tech Park located at Kino and 36th Street in Ward 5. 
The InnovaƟon Building will be a mulƟ-tenant building of 
180,000 square feet, with 60% dedicated to office space and 
40% dedicated to laboratory space. The building will be de-
signed for maximum flexibility to accommodate a wide range 
of technology companies from start-ups to mature companies. 
 
Also in ProposiƟon 426 is a $3.175 million dollar proposal for the South 12th Avenue Culinary and Cul-
tural Corridor. The South 12th Avenue Cultural and Culinary Corridor project will improve safety, walk-
ability, and aestheƟcs in a commercial district that celebrates the region’s disƟncƟve Mexican Ameri-
can heritage. The improvements will spur further private investment in this commercial corridor; in-
crease cultural and culinary tourism; and improve condiƟons for the tens of thousands of pedestrians, 
bicyclists, transit users, and motorists who use the corridor every day. 
 
ProposiƟon 428 is Ɵtled as “Parks and RecreaƟon,” and in-
cludes proposals for improvements, expansion, compleƟng 
master plans. More than $11 million proposed would go to-
wards the following Parks and RecreaƟon Centers that are 
located in Ward 5: 36th Street Natural Resource Park, Free-
dom Center (on border with Ward 4 and used by Ward 5 resi-
dents), Willie Blake Park, Quincie Douglas Center, El Pueblo 
Center, Silverlake Park and Kino Sports Complex. 
 
There is also a $12 million bond proposal Ɵtled “Regional 
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Sports Fields and LighƟng,” to replace lighƟng systems, light exisƟng fields and new lights for newly 
constructed fields. Parks in Ward 5 or nearby that are listed are Rudy Garcia Park, Freedom Park and 
Thomas Jay LiƩletown Park. 
 
In ProposiƟon 428 is a proposal for $250,000 to build a memorial honoring the Buffalo Soldiers who 
served this naƟon in the U.S. Army Cavalry. This would be built at the Quincie Douglas Center. 
ProposiƟon 429, Ɵtled “Public Health, Welfare, Safety, Neighborhoods and Housing,” has a proposal 
for an $18 million dollar bond for the expansion of the faciliƟes at Banner University Medical Center 
South Campus, located at 2800 East Ajo Way. 
 
If the Pima County bond proposals are approved by the voters, they would have a posiƟve impact on 
the lives of the good ciƟzens of Ward 5. For more informaƟon and further details about all the seven 
bond proposals, go online to the 2015 Pima County Bond page at the following link: hƩp://
webcms.pima.gov/cms/One.aspx….

The 48 Hour MASH Free Spay/Neuter Clinic held October 9 through 11, at Los Ranchitos Elementary 
School was a huge success! 
 
A total of 424 dogs and 376 cats were spayed and neutered and another 350 were scheduled for free 
spay, neuter and vaccinaƟons at a future Ɵme. The goal for the event was 500 animals. 
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Thanks to the collaboraƟon of the Sunnyside School Dis-
trict, the Ward 1 and Ward 5 Council offices, animal groups 
and organizaƟons, the volunteers and most importantly, 
the 25 veterinarians who signed up to help, the event was a 
huge success and a good step to help control our pet popu-
laƟon. 
 
The organizers of this event were: Santa Cruz Vet Clinic, 
Humane Society of Southern Arizona, Dr. Karter Neal, the 
Sunnyside Unified School District, Pima Medical InsƟtute 
(Vet Technician Program), Arizona Rangers, Arizona Bilin-
gual, Pat Hubbard, Humane Society of Southern Arizona, 
Councilmember Regina Romero, myself and the Ward 1 
and Ward 5 Council offices.

This event would not have been possi-
ble without the donaƟons made to help to put the free, spay/neuter clinic on.

As one of the volunteers noted, “Several families came with their fur family member, making aƩend-
ance a major event in that family’s life. For many of these families with children this was an incredi-
ble teaching moment for their children, not only about the importance of responsible pet ownership, 
but also about the value of community service to others less fortunate, and that kindness and gener-
osity benefit everyone.” 
 
This event was a follow up to the free rabies/parvo vaccinaƟon clinic held at the Ward 5 Council 
office, for which 300 dogs received vaccinaƟons. 
 
We are truly blessed with such a giving community here in Tucson who helped to serve this many 
animals. 
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Ward 5 Business Update 
The Mayor and Council approved the proposal for the El Rio Health Center to purchase the land at 
the Southwest corner of 22nd/Kino in Ward 5.  Nancy Johnson, CEO of the El Rio Health Center stat-
ed that they will construct a 16,000 square foot building that will have medical, behavioral and 
health care services.  El Rio are moving their Broadway facility to Ward 5 and will be expanding 
their workforce by 20 people for the bigger facility.    
 
Assurance Health and Wellness Center, located at 
3909 East Park in Ward 5 held an open house for 
the expansion of their operaƟons.  I want to thank 
Fletcher McCusker, the CEO of Assurance’s parent 
company, Sinfonia HealthCare for the tour.   The 
Assurance Center offers a number of sophisƟcated 
medical services including: primary care, medica-
Ɵon monitoring, pharmacy, dental and lab in order 
to truly integrate tradiƟonal medical care with be-
havioral health. Offsite services including home 
health will be integrated with the Center. 
 
Kino Parkway/22nd Street Improvement CelebraƟon and DedicaƟon 
Officials from the City of Tucson and the Regional TransportaƟon Authority (RTA) gathered the 
morning of October 2nd to celebrate the compleƟon of the Kino Parkway – 22nd Street IntersecƟon 
Improvement Project. Speakers included Tucson Mayor and RTA Board Chair Jonathan Rothschild; 
Tucson Council Member Richard Fimbres; Pima County Supervisor Ramón Valadez; Tucson City 
Manager Michael Ortega; Daryl W. Cole, Director of the Tucson Department of TransportaƟon; Bri-
an Andrews of The Ashton Company; and Ivo OrƟz, chairperson of the project’s CiƟzen Advisory 
CommiƩee. 
 
The project rebuilt one of the busiest intersecƟons 
in Southern Arizona with the first grade-separated 
intersecƟon constructed by the City of Tucson. The 
elevated parkway includes bike lanes, six-foot-wide 
sidewalks, and a landscaped median separaƟng two 
traffic lanes in each direcƟon. Underneath it, 22nd 
Street was widened to three lanes in each direc-
Ɵon, featuring exclusive right turn lanes and dual 
leŌ turn lanes to access on-ramps. The $20.6 mil-
lion intersecƟon project is part of a comprehensive, 
$115 million budget to improve 22nd Street be-
tween Interstate 10 and Tucson Boulevard. The 
work was approved by voters in 2006 as part of the 
RTA plan. Funding for improving the intersecƟon 
also was included in the Pima County Bond Pro-
gram voters approved in 1997.

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City Interviewing Finalists for PosiƟon of Police Chief 
AŌer a naƟonwide search, the City of Tucson selected three finalists to interview for the posiƟon of 
police chief. City Manager Michael Ortega will make the final appointment pending approval of the 
Mayor and Council.  
 
The City contracted with the Police ExecuƟve Re-
search Forum (PERF) to conduct the search and assist 
with the three-part hiring process. PERF screened the 
iniƟal applicaƟons and provided the city manager with 
60 credible applicants. A compeƟƟve interview pro-
cess was then used to select the finalists from the rec-
ommended applicant pool. The finalists are Malik Aziz, 
Rick Gregory, and Christopher Magnus. 
 
The finalist will also have interviewed with the 15-member City Police Chief Appointment Advisory 
CommiƩee at a public meeƟng. Separate meeƟngs will be held with the Tucson Police Officers Associa-
Ɵon (TPOA) and Tucson Police Department command, as well as the City’s execuƟve leadership team 
and the Mayor and Council. Input from all three groups will be submiƩed to the City Manager for con-
sideraƟon.  
 
Tucson Police Chief Roberto Villaseñor is scheduled to reƟre in December, aŌer 35 years with the Tuc-
son Police Department.

Auto Mall.  This is a big win for the businesses and the City of Tucson, which will see an addiƟonal $2 
million sales tax annually.

Comcast has begun the construcƟon and renovaƟons of their new facility, located at 4690 North Ora-
cle Road.  Comcast will be employing 1,125 people at a starƟng wage of $15 an hour.   The renovaƟon 
of the building will cost $8.5 million.

Reid Park Zoo Wildlife Carousel Opens  
ConstrucƟon is complete for an exciƟng new improve-
ment at Reid Park Zoo: a carousel featuring hand-
painted animals from around the world. The American-
made carousel features representaƟves from 30 differ-
ent species including an elephant, a lemur, a dolphin, 
and even a giant anteater. Each animal was painstaking-
ly fabricated, and the carousel is topped by a safari-
themed thatched roof. 
 
“This carousel is a tremendous giŌ made possible by the Reid Park Zoological Society,” says Zoo Ad-
ministrator Jason Jacobs, “It’s going to provide an exciƟng new focal point for guests entering the 
Zoo, and a fun new acƟvity for families to enjoy together. As a bonus, it’ll finally allow us to say ‘yes’ 
when someone asks if they can ride an elephant.” All proceeds from the carousel will directly benefit 
future Zoo improvements. 
  
Reid Park Zoological Society organized the fundraising campaign to help bring the carousel to Tucson. 
Many individual animals have been sponsored, but there are several species sƟll available, including 
a gibbon, a sea turtle, and a red panda. “Sponsoring a carousel animal is such a fun way to show your 
support for the Zoo,” says Nancy Schlegel, ExecuƟve Director of the Reid Park Zoological Society,

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Be Safe this Halloween! 
Halloween is this weekend! For many people, autumn events like Halloween and Harvest Day are fun 
Ɵmes to dress up in costumes, go trick-or-treaƟng, aƩend parƟes, and eat yummy treats. These events 
are also opportuniƟes to provide nutriƟous snacks, get physical acƟvity, and focus on safety. Check out 
these Ɵps to help make the fesƟviƟes fun and safe for trick-or-treaters and party guests!  
 

 Swords, knives, and similar costume accessories should be short, soŌ, and flexible.  
 Avoid trick-or-treaƟng alone. Walk in groups or with a trusted adult.  
 Fasten reflecƟve tape to costumes and bags to help drivers see you.  
 Examine all treats for choking hazards and tampering before eaƟng them.  
 Limit the amount of treats you eat.  
 Hold a flashlight while trick-or-treaƟng to help you see and others see you. Always WALK and 

don't run from house to house.  
 Always test make-up in a small area first. Remove it before bedƟme to prevent possible skin 

and eye irritaƟon.  
 Look both ways before crossing the street. Use established crosswalks wherever possible. 
 Lower your risk for serious eye injury by not 

wearing decoraƟve contact lenses.  
 Only walk on sidewalks whenever possible, 

or on the far edge of the road facing traffic 
to stay safe.  

 Wear well-fiƫng masks, costumes, and 
shoes to avoid blocked vision, trips, and 
falls.  

 Eat only factory-wrapped treats. Avoid 
eaƟng homemade treats made by strangers.  

 Enter homes only if you're with a trusted 
adult. Only visit well-lit houses. Don't stop 
at dark houses.

Final Public Forum Set for January 8th Memorial 
One more public forum is scheduled for community input into the proposed January 8th Memorial 
design concept at El Presidio Park downtown.

available) of the tagged equipment.  Providing a picture greatly enhances TEP’s ability to respond 
quickly with the appropriate materials for safe and proper removal of the graffiƟ.  Once a noƟce is re-
ceived, the informaƟon goes directly to TEP staff dedicated to abaƟng graffiƟ.
