Testers! 
 
 
REPORTS DUE WITHIN 5 DAYS 
The Tucson Code (Sec. 27-80 k.) requires the 
results of all tests and all servicing, repairs, or 
replacements of a backflow assembly to be 
provided to Tucson Water within five (5) days after 
completion of the activity. 
 
We will be returning all test reports and other 
records submitted more than 5 days after the test or 
other activity. 
 
 
CHANGE ON LOG-IN FORMS 
As a reminder that all test reports must be submitted 
within 5 days of the test, the log-in forms have been 
revised to include a column requiring the date the 
test was performed. The new log-in form is 
included with the newsletter. 
 
 
CHANGE IN COMPLIANCE DATES 
Several months ago we consolidated the compliance 
dates to the 1st and the 16th of every month.  During 
this changeover process, compliance dates were not 
assigned to February.  This has been corrected, and 
now February, like all of the other months, has 
compliance dates on the 1st and the 16th.  
 
 
INSTALLATION PERMITS REQUIRED 
The Tucson Code (Sec.27-79) requires a installation 
permit for all backflow prevention assemblies to be 
installed, replaced, or relocated.  This includes all 
City-owned backflow prevention assemblies too. 
 

 
 
 

PREPRINTED TEST FORMS 
On July 1, 2004, we began sending preprinted test 
forms on the back of the first and final compliance 
notification letters.  So far, the new form seems to 
be working well.  Many tests that have been 
submitted are on the preprinted form.  The new 
three-part forms are also available at the New 
Services Counter or you can print the form from our 
Website. 
 
 
DON’T TEST TOO EARLY 
The new Backflow Prevention Ordinance (Sec. 27-
80 i.) does not allow compliance testing to be done 
more than 45 days prior to the annual compliance 
date. 
 
If an assembly is tested more than 45 days prior to 
the compliance date, the test will be entered into the 
Tucson Water database, but will not be considered a 
compliance test.  The assembly will be required to 
be tested again within the compliance window or 
the owner of the assembly may request, in writing, a 
change of compliance date to one that will allow the 
test to be considered as the annual compliance test.  
 
 
PLEASE BE CAREFUL! 
This summer Tucson Water employees have come 
across several rattlesnakes and scorpions in the field
