) In Tucson, we receive an average of only 11 inches of rain each year. Some years we get more. .
Other years we get less. In a desert, this varigtion is normal.
b A drought occurs when a number of years pass with less rain than average. Not all droughts

are the same. Some are mild, with only slightly less rain than average. Others are severe, with
o much less rain. Some droughts are short and last only a few years. Other droughts are longer.

During the late 1900's and early 2000's, we entered a drought of at least several years.
The winter and spring of 2005 were wetter than average. But these few wet months are
not a clear sign that the drought is over. Some scientists think we may be in a long-term
drought that could go on for years or decades more.

It's always smart to save water. Deserts and droughts require that we be extra

careful. Let's all give our water use habits @ makeover!
