Improving Tucson's Water System:

Main Replacement Program Gears Up

Tucson Water's main replacement and improvement program has been accelerated and
new water mains are being installed all over the department's water service area. About
12 projects are underway right now and more are planned in the near future. The goa is
to replace Tucson's old galvanized steel water mains with new pipe. These mains are 30
to 50 years old and most are rusted and badly worn.

All those new mains mean plenty of digging in your streets and aleys. Tucson Water is
working to reduce the inconvenience to neighborhoods, businesses, and the traveling
public. If you live in the area of a main replacement project, you will receive notice
through the mail well in advance of the project start date. There will be a public meeting
in your areato give you detailed information and additional mailings will keep you
informed of progress and completion dates. Y ou may be visited by Tucson Water
personnel to seeif you have any questions. If your water meter has to be relocated, a
plumbing coordinator from the department will meet with you to explain what needs to
be done and discuss the relocation with you.

Water Smart Wor kshops Scheduled For May & June

operate, and maintain a water-thrifty drip irrigation system for your landscape or garden.
Workshops also are offered on how to use your irrigation timer and how to select plants
for your landscape.

The Saturday workshops are sponsored by the Pima County Cooperative Extension, in
cooperation with the City of Tucson Water Department, the Arizona Department of
Water Resources, and other local water providers.

Drip irrigation offers a practical, efficient way to reduce outdoor water use by providing
water directly to the root zone of your plants, where it promotes healthy root growth and
drought tolerance. A well designed and managed system can save you money and water
too!
