What happens at the event? ‘First, we show students
some of Tucson Water's cool equipment: a mobile
command unit with onboard computers, plus a hydraulic
crane with a generator and welding equipment. When |
was in high school, it's the kind of equipment that | would
drive by and think, 'Whoa, that tech knows how to use all
those things.”

“Inside the Tucson Water tent, we have fun, hands-on
demonstrations to give students an idea of working at
Tucson Water. Students compete to put together weird
pipe configurations, affix a valve and successfully run water
through it. At other stations, students have to use a cordless
drill on a water main to simulate turning on new service and
fix leaks by wrapping a pipe.”
